A city for sightseeing with a rich cultural atmosphere
Nihonmatsu is surrounded by abundant nature and is 
a treasure trove of local sake, brewed from pure water 
and fine rice. During the Edo period, it flourished as a 
castle town of the Niwa Clan with a fief of 100,000 
koku (a traditional unit used to measure rice yield), 
giving the city its rich historical and cultural heritage.
At the foot of Mount Adatara, where the “real sky”  
spreads forth as described in the Chieko Poems, you l̓l 
also find popular attractions such as Dake Onsen.

Standing 1,700 meters tall, Mount 
Adatara is beloved by hikers and is 
counted among Japanʼs 100 Famous 
Mountains.

The Nihonmatsu Lantern Festival, one 
of Japanʼs Three Great Lantern 
Festivals, is another highlight. The sight 
of seven huge floats, each over 11 
meters tall and adorned with 300 
lanterns, parading through the streets to 
lively festival music is truly spectacular.

Nihonmatsu is a regional city located in the northern part of Nakadori in 
Fukushima and has a population of 49,669 (as of November 01, 2025). 
The Nihonmatsu Castle Ruins, which were selected as one of Japans̓ 
100 Great Castles, are located in the city center.
To the west lies a hot-spring and highland area, including Dake Onsen. 
To the east is a scenic mountain region that is known as one of 
Fukushimas̓ leading areas for organic agriculture.
The city is also famous for the traditional Nihonmatsu Lantern Festival, 
which has continued since the early Edo period (Kane̓i 20), as well as 
the Nihonmatsu Chrysanthemum Dolls, one of Japans̓ largest 
chrysanthemum festivals. In addition, thanks to high-quality 
groundwater from Mount Adatara, Nihonmatsu is renowned as a 
sake-producing region with four local breweries.

The 
area around Mount Bandai and Lake Inawashiroko 
captivates visitors with its dramatic volcanic scenery, 
along with the rich beauty of forests, lakes, and wetlands 
that change with the seasons.
Located south of Mount Bandai, Lake Inawashiroko is 
one of Fukushima̓s most popular lakeside resort areas, 
attracting many visitors during the summer.

Seen from the summit of Mount 
Bandai, Lake Inawashiroko offers a 
breathtaking sense of scale and 
grandeur. The lake also serves as a 
wintering ground for swans and 
supports a valuable ecosystem.

Inawashiro is home to three active 
volcanoes—Mount Bandai, Mount 
Adatara, and Mount Azuma—and is 
known as a hot spring area with an 
abundant supply of natural geothermal 
sources.

Hitokurasu opened in 2021, 
transforming the former Nakaya 
Second Elementary School into a 
nature-based community exchange 
facility.

Motto Gacco is a renovation of the 
former Ishikawa Elementary School 
into an integrated education and 
welfare complex. Its concept is a 
new community hub for “gathering,” 
“play,” and “learning.” The complex 
includes childcare support facilities, 
a community center, a gymnasium, 
and the Ishikawa Library.



A mid-sized town in the southern part of Fukushima 
Prefecture, Ishikawa is home to many large supermarkets 
and medical facilities. Situated between Shirakawa and 
Iwaki, the town is accessible by highways and by the JR 
Suigun Line. On the outskirts of town, farmers raise 
livestock and grow crops like rice, apples and grapes.
